Sign-ups, will be accepted on a first-come, first-served basis due to the limited number of seats on the bus. If enough students sign up we may increase to two buses.  However, a waiting list will be established until the status of the second bus is determined.
Fees are non-refundable. Students must notify the Ski Club Vermont Advisor prior to the scheduled ski trip if they will be unable to attend.  Deposits will not be returned unless the advisor can secure another student to take the open seat.
