	PAY AS YOU GO:   We ask skiers to pay for one trip at a time on a week-by-week basis.  This will streamline our bookkeeping system and parents/students will have less money at risk.  You only pay for trips you attend.  Cash will be accepted. Please put cash payments in an envelope with the skier’s name and date of the trip.    


Two buses are reserved with seating for 90 students; seats will be filled on a first come first serve basis.  We encourage you to turn in ski club payments to Mrs. DeCerchio in room 229 early in the week before each trip. 


Cost per trip:

Lift only own equipment 
 $38 per trip   (bus $15 and lift tickets $23) 
Lift, lesson, rental  

 $42 per trip  (bus $15, lift tickets, ski or board rentals, lessons $27)
DEPARTURE/RETURN TIMES:  Buses will begin boarding at the U drive way in front of the Middle School at 1:30 pm and leave at 2:00 pm.  We will arrive at the mountain at approximately 3:30. We are not permitted to begin skiing until 4:00 pm.


For the return trip, skiers will begin boarding the bus at 9:00 pm. in preparation for 9:30 departure. Buses will arrive at the Middle School parking lot by approximately 11 pm.

Departure to Big Boulder will be announced.  We ski 3-9, so we may depart earlier.

REGISTRATION:  Complete and sign the registration sheet, waiver and health history forms and return signed forms to Mrs. DeCerchio, ski club advisor, room 229 across from the library.   Forms are available on the district website:   http://highschool.lasd.us/ >  ABOUT > ORGANIZATIONS > SKI CLUB
CHAPERONES play a huge part in determining the success of our club. As a courtesy, chaperones are given complementary tickets for the bus, skiing and ski rentals.  Parents interested can contact Mrs. DeCerchio .

BEHAVIOR Ski club is a school-sponsored event with faculty advisors. School policies outlined in the high school student handbook will be in effect. (Please refer to the 2011-2012 Student Handbook for specific information regarding school-sponsored events.) The teacher/ advisors are the school district representatives who have the authority to enforce school policies.
GUESTS:   Guests are limited to siblings and parents of ski club members. Guests must make arrangements for lift tickets prior to 9 am Friday before a ski trip. 

EQUIPMENT:  For Skiers bringing their own equipment, please label all of your equipment since it will be stored in the luggage compartment of the bus and it will make it easier to identify. Ski Club members have experienced stolen skis or snowboards in the past.  Therefore, advisors and Snö Mountain staff strongly recommend that skiers purchase locks and lock their equipment.  The Ski-check at Snö is located outside on the patio, and is free. We also strongly suggest that skiers label all of their belongings with their name and Lewisburg School District.

SKI WEAR: A waterproof ski jacket and ski pants are necessary. Skiers/Snowboarders are encouraged to bring spare gloves, hats and warm socks. Goggles make skiing/snowboarding more enjoyable.  Helmets are strongly recommended for safety reasons. 

TRANSPORTATION:  All members of the ski club are expected to travel to and from Snö Mountain by means of the school-arranged transportation.  When a skier must go to or return from a ski trip by means other than that provided by the school, only the parent of the skier may transport him/her.  Such arrangements must be made with Mrs. DeCerchio in advance.

LESSONS:  We cannot over-emphasize the importance of the skiing lessons Snö offers. Safety is of utmost importance, and lessons provide the opportunity to improve your skiing.   Lessons meet in the front of the "waterslide" area at 4 PM and 6 PM.  All rental tickets include a lesson. If you have your own equipment and want a lesson, see Mrs. DeCerchio about getting a lesson ticket.First time skiers are required to take a lesson.There are six levels of lessons, as follows:    

1. Never skied before.

2. Tried skiing a few times.  Reviews stopping and wedge turns.  

3. Goes on left and skis on the "limited" slope.

4. Works on advanced wedge turns on the "limited" slope and (if qualified) moves on the "Mainline" slope. 

5. Works on personal skiing habits.  Normally starting on the "Mainline" slope.  

6. Learns early parallel skiing.  Starts on the "Mainline", "Spike" and other slopes.

7. High intermediate to expert levels. 
IN CASE OF EMERGENCY!    Parents please make sure that the Ski Club Advisor has a phone number where you can be reached during each ski trip, and PLEASE be available during the entire ski trip, which means 1:30 p.m. until 11 p.m.  If a skier is injured, the ski patrol may need to contact you.   You may even be asked to drive up to a hospital near Snö Mountain if your child has an injury the Ski Patrol determines to be of a serious nature.  In addition, parents/guardians should be aware that they may be asked to drive to Scranton to pick up their child if there is a violation of any of the school’s discipline policies.  (Please refer to the 2011-2012 Student Handbook for specific information regarding the school’s policies.)
